Seasonal flu vaccination remains one of the most important public health interventions to protect
individuals and prevent the spread of infection to those most at risk in society. This contributes
to reduce morbidity, mortality and hospitalisation associated with flu at a time when the NHS
and social care will be managing winter pressures, potentially including further outbreaks of
COVID-19.

For this reason, it is essential we deliver the vaccine to as many children as possible.

We recommend you discuss this
vaccination with your child prior to the date of vaccination.
